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Non-paper in item 5(i) - work on policy support tools and methodologies (deliverable 4 (c))


Suggested action
1. Takes note of the guidance for further work on policy support and tools,
 and encourages stronger integration of work regarding policy support tools and methodologies across all relevant deliverables of the work programme, and invites the submission of relevant policy support tools and methodologies by experts, governments or stakeholders;
2. Requests the Multidisciplinary Expert Panel, supported by the expert group on policy support tools and methodologies, to continue the development of the catalogue of policy support tools and methodologies, and to make available to governments and stakeholders a prototype of the online catalogue for testing and review prior to the fifth session of the Plenary;
3. Further requests the Multidisciplinary Expert Panel to oversee the content of the catalogue and, in consultation with the Bureau, to further develop the governance of the catalogue, including by developing criteria and an open transparent process for inclusion of policy support tools and methodologies provided by experts, governments or stakeholders;
4. Approves, until further consideration by the Plenary at its fifth session, the extension of the mandate of the expert group on policy support tools and methodologies to continue its work developing the catalogue of policy support tools and methodologies, which, at the discretion of the Chairs, following consultations with the Bureau, could be further supported by a limited number of resource persons and representatives of strategic partners as resources permit; 

5. Requests the Multidisciplinary Expert Panel to provide a report on progress made on the online catalogue to the Plenary at its fifth session;
